
Remote education provision: information for parents 
This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents or carers about what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home.

The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home
A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
Your child’s class teacher will contact you via email the following day. They will ask if you would like to take part in daily zoom sessions, ask if you would like any worksheets/booklets sent out or if you would like a daily check in email instead. 
Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
Our remote learning plan has been made with our pupils and their families in mind. We believe that a pupil-centered approach will work best for our children whilst learning from home. Our children’s individual profiles will be considered when providing remote education and we will use a curriculum sequence that allows access to high-quality online and offline resources and teaching videos that is linked to the school’s curriculum expectations.
Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
The recommendations from the DfE for children with special educational needs are as follows:

“Schools should work collaboratively with families, putting in place reasonable adjustments as necessary, so that pupils with SEND can successfully access remote education.”
We understand that our children may not be able to access remote education for long periods and without adult support, so we will work with you and your child to deliver an ambitious curriculum appropriate for their level of need. 
Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Each day, every child/class group will be given the opportunity to access, 1 live interactive lesson via Microsoft Teams. You will be asked by your class teacher, in advance if you would like to participate in these lessons via email/phone. If you choose to access the interactive lessons, your class teacher will discuss with you, suitable times/days you would like to attend and email you a link to attend the teams meeting, including any resources that you may need available to support the lesson. 

You will also have access to high quality remote education resources through our online platforms Tapestry and Seesaw. Details of how to access these platforms should have been sent home to you in post and are on the school website. Please contact the school if you require further support accessing these platforms.

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. Your child’s class teacher will discuss with you what worksheets/booklets/packs you would like to be sent home, via post/collection. In some circumstances, we may be able to deliver these to you directly. Resources will include sensory packs, stories and other printed resources. 
How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
Some examples of our remote teaching approaches:
· Live teaching (online lessons)
· Online learning platforms with set activities for each child. (Seesaw, Tapestry) 
· Links to recorded teaching (e.g. Oak National Academy lessons, Tapestry video/audio recordings.
· Printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets, sensory packs)
· Textbooks and reading books pupils have at home.
· Links to commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences.
We can also discuss your child’s therapeutic requirements and ensure your child has access to the relevant resources/equipment. Decisions on how provision can be delivered should be informed by relevant considerations including, for example, the types of services that the pupil can access remotely, for example, online teaching and remote sessions with different types of therapists. These decisions should be considered on a case-by-case basis, avoiding a one size fits all approach.
Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
We appreciate that if this situation arises, it may present some challenges for you. Our children, may need specific support in accessing online materials and staying focused with their learning. We ask that you help them as much as you can. Some other tips are listed below. 
Consider your child’s learning space whilst at home and identify an area that the child will use for remote learning. This will help encourage a routine into your day also. How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
It is important that your child engages with home learning as much as possible. If they are not engaging with the learning, we will use the following strategies to provide additional support:

If you have a family social worker, we will ask them to provide some further additional support.

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback during online sessions or work marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others.
Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate, but most of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
A teacher from our school ‘Blended Learning Team’, will contact you directly regarding remote learning via email/phone the following day. The teacher will discuss with you what you would like from our remote education and tailor this to suit your child’s individual needs. They will ask if you would like to take part in daily live lessons with a different teacher, ask if you would like any worksheets/booklets/packs sent out or if you would like a daily check in email/phone call instead.
